Philip Verre
Chief Operating Officer
Philip Verre joined the High Museum of Art in October 2000, as Deputy Director. In 2006, Verre became the Chief Operation Officer at the High. In this capacity, he oversees the departments of Education, Museum Shop, Visitor Services, Facilities, and Security. Verre has also played a role in several of the Museum’s key initiatives and institutional strategies. He was instrumental in the establishment of the David C. Driskell Prize in 2005. This is the first national award to honor and celebrate contributions to the field of African American art and art history. Three recipients have been honored with this Prize since its inception, and proceeds from the annual Driskell Prize Awards Dinner go toward both the David C. Driskell African American Art Acquisition Fund and Endowment. Through this fund the High has acquired works by artists such as Radcliffe Bailey, Willie Cole, John T. Scott, and Renee Stout.
Verre also served as Managing Curator for two of the High’s scholarly exhibitions from Italy, all focusing on one work of great art. These include “Verrocchio’s David Restored,” 2003, and most recently, “The Gates of Paradise: Lorenzo Ghiberti’s Renaissance Masterpiece,” 2006. This exhibition explored Ghiberti's creation of the monumental doors, and revealed important new findings made during their 25-year restoration. 

In 1990, Philip Verre was appointed Director of The Hudson River Museum, Yonkers, New York.  At The Hudson River Museum, Verre had oversight of administrative, development and programmatic activities, including a $2.2 million restoration of the Glenview Mansion. Under Verre's leadership, The Hudson River Museum experienced a doubling of museum attendance over a five-year period, increased and diversified funding, and popular programming.  

Prior to 1990, Verre was with The Bronx Museum of the Arts as Curator of Exhibitions (1982-1984), Chief Curator (1984-1989), and finally Deputy Director (1989-1990). From 1977 to 1982 Verre was with The Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum, New York, as curatorial coordinator (1977-1980) and collections coordinator (1980-1982).

Verre holds a masters in art history from The Clark Art Institute in Williamstown, Massachusetts, and a bachelors degree in art history from Middlebury College in Vermont. In 1989, Verre attended the Getty Center's prestigious Museum Management Institute at Berkeley. He is a prior member of the American Association of Museum Directors and current member of the American Association of Museums. He has served as a reviewer for such organizations as the National Endowment for the Arts, the National Endowment for the Humanities, and the Institute of Museum and Library Services. Since arriving in Atlanta he has been a participant in Leadership Atlanta and Diversity Leadership Academy of Atlanta.
Verre was born in New York City in 1952. He and his wife Nancy have three children.
